Stewardship Volunteer Hunt Sign-Up Form

The Stewardship hunt is designed for whitetail deer and feral pig hunting. Quality deer
management practices are strictly followed for whitetail deer harvests. Feral pigs are liberally
harvested to control the extent of damage done by these feral animals. There are two methods
to participate in the Stewardship Hunt, monetary payment or volunteer work. There are a
total of 15 slots for each Stewardship Hunt that are shared by the pay hunters and volunteer
hunters.

Slots for the Stewardship Volunteer Hunt may be secured as soon as the volunteer
works the required number of hours for the number of slots requested. To work the required
volunteer hours the perspective volunteer should call a Howell Woods staff member to
arrange work times. The Howell Woods staff will not call the volunteer to request labor
assistance , it is up to the volunteer to request the work time! Please mail this completed
