Please read the following policies concerning your ONLINE registration.

Community Development and LifeLong Learning Refund Policy: A student who officially withdraws from a CDLL course prior to the first class meeting is eligible for a 100%
refund upon request to the CDLL Division. Upon official withdrawal from a CDLL Course, a student may be entitled to receive a 75% refund of the registration fee in certain
circumstances. The CDLL Division refund policy applies to courses offered as Occupational Extension and Community Services. Courses offered as self-supporting are not
eligible as these programs are funded by registration fees collected. In order to qualify for a refund, a student must officially withdraw and request a refund (in writing) prior to or
on the 10% date of the course. Requests for refunds after the 10 % point will not be considered. Students are eligible for a 100 % refund if the class is canceled by the College.

Required for ONLINE Completion Certificate and JCC Credit: To print or receive a certificate of completion and receive credit from JCC, students must complete quiz 1
by the 10% point which is the first Friday following your start date. Also, students must complete the final exam by passing with 70% or higher and 85% or higher for
certificate programs. Failure to complete both requirements will result in no CDLL credit for taking your class. (An email will be sent to you as a reminder from our staff at JCC
immediately upon your start date) **Your online course may state otherwise for your quizzes. However, our quiz 1 requirement is for CDLL credit with

Johnston Community College that will go toward a future transcript if desired and recorded in our college system.

Seniors are allowed to take only 1 free class per semester effective July 2010.

Step 1: Online Enroliment: Go to www.ed2go.com/jcc. To enroll in a course; click the "Courses™ LINK” at the top of this screen. This mandatory process will allow you to
create a username and password to enter your course.

Step 2: Registration and Payment: Students MUST complete the Johnston Community College registration form along with your payment 5 business days before the class
begins for payment processing. Registrations can be taken the day after the start date no later than 5:00 p.m.

Course Repetition Policy: A special provision of the State General assembly concerning course repetition became effective July 1, 1993. Students who take an occupational
extension course more than TWICE within a FIVE-YEAR period shall pay their cost for the course. Students shall be primarily responsible for monitoring course repetitions;
however, the College shall review records and charge students full cost for courses taken more than twice. Senior citizens who are legal residents of North Carolina and who wish
to enroll in an occupational extension course will not be required to pay for the course twice. Senior citizens who take an occupational extension course more than twice within a
five-year period shall pay their cost for the course ($2.93 X number of actual hours of class length). Students may repeat occupational extension courses an unlimited number of
times, if the repetitions are for certification, licensing, or recertification.

Underage Students: Students who are under the age of 18 must have the JCC Dual Enrollment form signed and completed by the student’s High School Principal or Parent (if
home schooled) and JCC’s President PRIOR to the start date.
