Ms. Szymanski is a member of the Durham Music Teachers Association 
and the Chapel Hill Music Teachers  Association, the Executive Board 
of NCMTA and the Executive Board of NC National Association of 
Teachers of Singing.  She recently was selected to give her presentation
