Scholarship Award: 

 
1. An applicant must register and be enrolled at Johnston 

Community College for a minimum of twelve (12) credit hours. 
 

2. An applicant must demonstrate financial aid need, as 
determined by College Policy and Financial Aid, unless the 
Fund specifically states that the scholarship is non-need based.  
(Non-need based scholarship) 

 
3. An application must have attained a minimum 2.5 Grade Point 

Average (GPA) in all coursework completed. 
 

4. A student with a Scholarship Award must maintain “Satisfactory 
Academic Standing,” which is defined as a 2.0 Grade Point 

Average (GPA), in order to retain the scholarship for any 
subsequent semester.   

 
5. Preference given to performing/fine/graphic arts students or to 

students who work to advance the Performing Arts/Auditorium. 
 
Award Priorities:  
Because the award is non-need based, selection of recipient is to be made 
by the Performing Arts Advisory Board.  
 
Recipient Expectations: 
Recipient is expected to contribute at least 8 hours per semester to support 
Auditorium functions/programs, and to make a public appearance each 
semester at a designated performance/concert. 
 
Award Amount: 
$1000.00; with $500.00 being disbursed to the recipient in the Fall of 2010 
and the Spring of 2011.
